Woodland Furniture, LLC, warrants to the original residential owner that all products manufactured by Woodland are free 
from defects in material and workmanship for the life of the product.  The coverage provided in this document is exclusive 
to the original registered owner and is based upon the criteria outlined herein:

Hinges:  Under normal use, the hinges we use will provide a lifetime of operation.  Each type of hinge we use has a maximum 
operational range when the door is fully open ( as defined by respective hinge manufacturer).  In the event that the door 
is opened beyond the maximum operational range of the hinge, product failure may occur and is not covered under this 
warranty.

Drawer Guides:  The guides used in our products will have a static load rating of 100 lbs.  User should be aware that this load 
rating is established with the weight evenly-distributed throughout the drawer.  Unevenly-distributed weight and/or improper 
use of the drawer can result in failure of the guide and is not covered under the warranty.  If drawers are removed from the 
cabinet, improper reinstallation may result in the drawer hardware’s locking mechanism not being properly engaged.  This 
can result in drawers pulling free from the hardware and cabinet when fully opened.  This condition is not covered under 
this warranty.

Adjustable Shelves:  While our adjustable shelves are designed to provide years of service, users can create scenarios that 
will induce product failure.  Generally, it should be understood that shelves whose width is 30” or greater will be subject to 
a condition referred to as a “sag” or “bowing”.  Even distribution of shelf load will help reduce this condition, as will regular 
rotation of shelves (flipping the top and bottom sides of the shelf; this also helps reduce wear to a single face shelf surface).  
Shelves 30” or wider are not warranted against shelf sag or bowing.

Large Doors or Drawer Fronts:  Doors over 48” h are not warranted unless a center mullion is applied.  Doors whose overall 
height is greater than 69”h are not warranted against warp,twist, bowing or cupping.  Additionally, doors or drawer fronts 
whose width is roughly 75% wider that the respective height may exhibit twist, warp, bowing or cupping and are not covered 
under warranty. 

Finish:  The protective top-coat applied to our products is designed to meet/exceed the requirements of the Kitchen Cabi-
net Manufacturer’s Association.  It is intended for normal kitchen cabinet application within the interior of a residential dwell-
ing and is not suitable for outdoor use.  As with any quality finish, it will wear with age and use, depending on the owner’s 
maintenance of the cabinetry.   Exposure to abrasive chemicals, solvents, excessive UV light and moisture can cause the 
finish to fail.  Due to variables involved in the maintenance of the finish, the Warranty on this aspect of our cabinetry is limited 
to two years from the original date of purchase.  No Warranty is provided for unfinished cabinets and/or accessories.

Wood Materials:  Woodland utilizes both solid and veneered wood material in its products.  While made of the same spe-
cies, veneered materials composition causes it to receive stain differently than solid wood.  Larger components are typically 
produced out of multiple pieces of material and, while that material may be from the same species,the individual pieces 
will display some inherent color variation.  Due to normal variations in the density and graining of wood itself, the same stain 
applied to another piece of the same wood species may result in somewhat different appearance and shade of color.  
This variation can be greater when comparing solid wood to veneers.  This cumulative effect of these conditions result in an 
aesthetic diversity considered integral to the natural beauty of wood.  Due to inherent variations in the construction of wood 
veneer, Slab Veneer Door Styles will display some obvious differences in graining and coloration.  Additionally, all wood spe-
cies will exhibit color changes when exposed to all types of light, natural and man-made.  With most species, the wood will 
darken over time, though some species may yellow or fade with age.  These conditions are not hindered by the finishing 
process.  Color variations are also caused by the assortment of minerals found in the earth in which the tree was grown as 
well as the season in which the tree was harvested.  All species will exhibit the following attributes: sap runs, knots, pinholes, 
mineral streaks, pitch pockets, vine marks, bark marks, burls and heart streaks.  These characteristics will occur in varying 
degrees dependent upon the type of wood species and its respective harvest conditions.  It should be noted that cabinets 
and accessories that are only clear-coated (no stain color or paint color applied to them) will typically display significant 
color variation; such color variation shall not be considered “defective”.  This warranty does not cover the effects of light and 
aging upon Woodland’s product.

Painted Finishes:  For products with a painted finish, Woodland utilizes a combination of solid wood, veneered wood and 
MDF materials.  Each of these materials is a unique substrate with varying physical characteristics that respond to paint 
differently.  Solid wood components are more subject to expansion and contraction due to changes in humidity and tem-
perature.  As a result, small hairline fissures may develop at the joints where multiple pieces of solid wood meet.  Veneered 
components may exhibit tiny surface fractures when the product is exposed to excessive environmental dryness.  Compo-
nents made from MDF lack a surface grain direction and, as a result, won’t display the tiny directional grain telegraphing 
that can be seen in painted solid wood and veneered wood components.  It should be noted that painted finishes  can 
react to all types of light (natural & man-made) and may change color over times.  The chemical makeup of the paint used 
in Woodland’s product does not hinder the environmental reaction.

Products Not Manufactured By Woodland: Products bought and supplied, but not manufactured by Woodland, such as 
blowers, hood liners, decorative hardware, glass, recycling centers, spice racks, tip-out trays, lazy susans, SPILMATs, retract-
able towel racks, wire tray dividers, polymer trash bins, wire pantry storage, closet rods, tabletop grommets, hanging file 
hardware, heat shields, metal support brackets are warranted for the period of 1 year.

Custom Materials, Custom Door Style, Custom Moulding: In the event that Woodland produces a product out of Custom 
Materials not formally available within its published offering, that product shall be warranted for a period of 1 year.  If that 
Custom Material can no longer be sourced domestically (within the western United States) within the first year of ownership, 
Woodland shall be free from warranting the product, as the product is no longer available.  If Woodland produces product 
in a Custom Door Style or as a Custom Moulding not normally available within our published offering, that product shall be 
warranted for a period of 1 year.

This Warranty is provided expressly in place of all other warranties and representations, expressed or implied and all other ob-
ligations or liabilities of Woodland.  This Warranty does not cover products that are misused, mishandled, improperly installed, 
installed or used outdoors, abused, improperly stored, that have been subject to negligence or accident or have been 
altered or repaired outside the factory of Woodland in any way.  Additionally, this Warranty does not cover products that 
are subjected to extreme temperatures, humidity or dryness.  Product must me maintained within an environment where the 
temperature range doesn’t exceed 50-85 degrees F and the humidity is not outside the rang of 25-40%.  Product that has 
been changed, modified, or altered beyond its original manufacture shall not be covered under this Warranty.  Products 
that are not used and maintained per Woodland’s original intent and design are not covered by this Warranty.  Normal wear 
and tear does not constitute a defect and shall not be covered under this Warranty.  Products NOT supplied by Woodland 
are not covered under this Warranty.

After Woodland has had an opportunity to inspect the product,  Woodland, at its sole discretion, will confirm or refute the 
existence of a claimed defect.  In the event Woodland confirms the existence of a defect, the sole remedy to the original 
residential owner is either repair or replacement of the product, which shall be determined by Woodland.  Replacement 
products provided under this Warranty may not exactly match original products due to the passage of time, natural ag-
ing process and evolution of Woodland’s product offering, manufacturing methods and materials.  Woodland shall not 
be liable for consequential, indirect or incidental damages.  This Warranty does not cover delivery costs or labor charges 
to remove or reinstall products or any related components, such as appliances and countertops.  This Warranty gives you 
specific legal rights; you may also have other rights which may vary from state to state, province to province and country to 
country.  Woodland reserves the right to change, without notice, design specifications and materials as conditions require 
and as improvements are developed.  Woodland is under no obligation to incorporate such changes in products previously 
manufactured that aren’t affected by the defect.  Woodland may, at its sole discretion, substitute a similar product for re-
placement of a previously manufactured product.

Warranty will only be provided to the original residential owner.  Ownership of the product will be registered with Woodland 
at time of purchase and with invoice.  Proof of purchase satisfactory to Woodland to indicate that you are the original resi-
dential owner is required to obtain benefits under this Warranty.  This Warranty is only valid if the original residential owner 
uses the parent dwelling as their primary or secondary home.  This Warranty is non-transferable and does not extend to future 
owners if the property is sold.

It 
is imperative that the customer perform a thorough site visit prior to the final walk through with a Woodland Representative.  
This allows the Customer the opportunity to become aware of any issues needing to be discussed with Woodland’s Repre-
sentative at the final walk through.  
Customer / Customer’s Representative and a Woodland Representative signature will be required at final walk through indi-
cating all punch list items to be completed.  Any project additions / changes made after punch list form has been signed will 
be considered a change order at the Customer’s expense, excluding warranty items.  

Upon completion of punch list items, Customer / Customer’s Representative and a Woodland 
Representative will sign the punch list form again acknowledging punch list is closed.  Any change orders in regards to the 
punch list will be addressed as soon as our production calendar will allow.  

Woodland will schedule project production upon receipt of the Customer/Customer Representative’s produc-
tion deposit and signature on approval drawings, finishes, and warranty acknowledgement.

A signed or e-signed copy of this warranty is required to begin production drawings. This warranty may not be 
changed by any oral or written representation. 
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Under normal conditions, all wood products contain some moisture, and wood readily exchanges 
moisture with the environment. This is true of all wood products, whether they are raw or finished. 
Although a finish will slow this process, wood will continue to react to changes in humidity and envi-
ronment. 

Wood does not change size or shape unless its moisture content changes due to humidity condi-
tions of the environment. When humidity conditions are high, wood absorbs moisture and swells (or 
expands). In low humidity conditions, wood releases moisture and shrinks (or contracts). 

Wood products perform successfully when correctly used in a proper environment. Woodland selects 
and uses only properly kiln-dried woods with a 5%-8% moisture content to ensure stability in climate 
controlled homes. Relative humidity inside the home should be maintained within a range of 40%-
50%. Homes without proper temperature and climate control will likely experience problems with di-
mensional change of the wood. Care should especially be taken during site storage and installation. 

Care

•	 Take extra care when placing heavy, sharp, or abrasive items on your piece. 
•	 Extreme moisture or dryness will cause panel expansion or contraction, joint separation, 		
	 veneer checking or cracking and, possibly, delaminating may occur (veneers separating 	
	 from their substrate).
•	 Avoid placing hot pots or pans directly on your piece. Instead, use hot pads or trivets 		
	 to protect the finish. 
•	 Wipe up spills quickly to avoid cloudiness or blushing.
•	 Never put solvent based liquids on your piece which potentially can melt the finish.

Cleaning 

•	 Furniture and other wood polish is not recommended as it will cause build-up on the finish. 
•	 Mix a few drops of dish detergent with a gallon of clean warm water. Dip a clean cloth into 	
	 the solution and use where needed on your furniture/cabinetry to remove oil and dirt. Quick	
	 ly wipe dry with a clean cloth. 

•	 Avoid using household cleaners on your woodwork. Many contain harsh chemicals which 	
	 can discolor, weaken, and/or leave clarity blocking residue.
 
•	 Avoid using household furniture cleaning and polishing products. These products 	may tem-	
	 porarily leave unwanted residues which attract dust and reduce clarity over time, lowering 	
	 the overall beauty of the piece.

Maintenance

•	 Clean as needed as described above.
•	 Over time and due to everyday use, light surface scratches will appear on your finish. To fill 	
	 these light scratches and renew the clarity and beauty of your piece, a furniture paste wax 	
	 (i.e. Briwax, Fiddes, or LakeOne), may be applied every 6-12 months or as desired.

Wood Characteristics
 
Wood is a natural resource, exposed to many variables as it grows. Wood responds to its environment 
and creates unique grains and characteristics largely considered the best part of its enduring beauty. 
These include naturally-occurring deposits, knots, sap runs, and worm holes. The result is an unpredict-
ably beautiful product where no two pieces are exactly the same; even within the same species, it will 
vary in color, texture, and grain. For many people, these variances are part of the charm and elegance 
of wood cabinetry, but a too-wide variation can affect the overall result in a room. As a result, even 
though Woodland will hand-select wood within the project to minimize a drastic variation, a mild vari-
ation can still result.
 
In helping customers choose the best finish, the following should be kept in mind:
 
-	 Paint Finishes: Much of the wood grain will be lost to a paint finish.
